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Why is Participation important?

Participation is a fundamental right for children. A right is a rule
that determines what someone is allowed to do. The law grants

children the right to participate.

Child-Protection

Participation strengthens child
protection. Child protection
means that every child is safe-
guarded from violence and
mistreatment. Through
participation, children learn
about their rights and how to
express their own opinions.
This helps them to say no and
to stand up for their rights.

Democracy

Participation promotes demo-
cracy. Democracy means that
every person can participate in
decision-making, and every
person has the same funda-
mental rights. Through parti-
cipation, children learn to
enforce their own rights and
respect the rights of others.
